Suggested School Preparation Time-Line 
• Early February: Select and prepare scenes or collage cuttings.  Collage cuttings may include 

period music, and narrative introductions and transitions, but all non-musical text must be 

from Shakespeare—play or poetry 

• February:  Share scripts with students for initial reading and audition preparation 

• February: Audition your students and begin rehearsal process  

• By February 21: Festival applications due.  

• Saturday, February 21: Attend Teacher Workshop (representation mandatory)  

• February – April: Scene rehearsals. Sample schedule for twice weekly rehearsals: Reading 

rehearsals: 1 week; Blocking rehearsals: 2 weeks; Working rehearsals: 3 weeks; Polishing 

rehearsals: 3 weeks (Props and costumes should be added during this time); Dress rehearsals: 

1 weeks  REMEMBER TO REHEARSE IN A 16’ x 12’ STAGE AREA 

• Mid-March:  Have scenes polished for assessments.  Work with props and costumes and 

include set-up and strike in your performance  



• April: Plan logistics of transportation to Balboa Park; be sure to get permission from parents, 

file with school, and bring to Festival registration.
