pear in translation, quite a few composers decided to
take a run at the Bard.

Some approached the great man with real trepi-
dation. When Mendelssohn set out to write his over-
turetoA Mi dsummer Nind82a, ldegoldD r
his sister, AWell, | 6ve ¢

Verdi, on the other hand, was supremely confi-
dent. His Otello and Falstaff were instant hits 8 he
even tackled Macbeth twice, in 1847 and again in
1865. (The earlier version was a success but the 1865
opera generated only a lukewarm response.)

Charles Gounod scored a major triumph with his
Romeo and Juliet in 1867 and he considered it every
bit as good as Faust, his best-known work. Gounod
was no Verdi, but he wasn
either. He composed a Pontifical Anthem in 1869,
which became the national anthem of Vatican City.

It would take over 800 hours to listen to every
opera based on Shakespeare; there are just about
260 titles, with The Tempest being the most popular
among opera cCoOmposers.
